Dear Resident:
The sanitary sewer system adjacent to the above referenced property, of which you are the owner of record, has been taken over by the Township. Under the provisions of Chapter 18, Section 103.1 of the Logan Township Code of Ordinances, you are now required to connect. The ordinance requires you to pay a tap fee of  $1,200.00, a $250.00 inspection fee, and a $90.00 inspection port casting fee, in order to obtain the sewer permit. Payment of fees and issuance of permits is handled by Township staff at the Logan Township Municipal Building located at 100 Chief Logan Circle, Altoona, Pennsylvania. The office hours are Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Due to the size and scope of the extension project, the Township is extending the normal  sixty (60) day connection process to ninety (90) days from the date of this letter. The current charge for sewer service is a flat rate fee of $53.00 per month, but will increase to $55.00/month beginning January 2015. 
I have included a simple one page construction specification sheet for your convenience. I believe this will aid you in complying with the connection requirements. The complete 37 page specification is located on the Township website at www.logantownship-pa.gov. On the left hand side of the page you can click on Code of Ordinances. Then click on Chapter 18 Part 1 and Part 6.
Township employees and/or its agents will inspect your sewer lateral construction.  You are required to contact the inspector at least three (3) days prior to construction, at 943-0146. Your failure to comply with this notice within ninety (90) days of your receipt of this Notice, shall constitute a violation of the Logan Township Sewers and Sewage Disposal Ordinance, and may subject you to pay a judgment of $500.00 per day for each violation of said ordinance for so long as the violation continues, plus all court cost, including reasonable attorney’s fee incurred by Logan Township as a result of constituting an action against you.  
Logan Township Board of Supervisors has approved the use of Community Development Block Grants (CDBG) funds to assist eligible low and moderate-income property owners for compliance of this ordinance.
