LOGAN TOWNSHIP SEWER  LATERAL  INSTALLATION  SPECIFICATION GUIDE

· New 4” Schedule 40 or SDR 35 pipe must be installed from the structure to the mainline stub maintaining a fall of at least ¼” per foot.

· Trap and vent assembly’s must be used on all homes built prior to January 2011, and must be of Schedule 40 purple prime cement weld construction, fitted with a vent cap. Mushroom caps are not permitted.

· No 90 degree fittings are permitted. All sharp turns greater than 45 degrees must be made with two fittings no greater than 45 degrees, and have at least two (2) feet of separation between fittings.

· Clean-outs must be no greater than 60’ apart, and are required at all bends greater than 22 ½ degrees. Flush mounted flat top caps only.

· Type 2B stone is required. 4’’ under, 6” sides, and 12” over pipe.

· A 4” straight Tee fitting shall be installed at the junction between the sewer lateral and the mainline stub. A riser pipe of 6” in diameter with a screw type plug or cap shall extend to (6) six inches of the finish surface grade. 

· The frame and cover over the inspection port shall be East Jordan Pattern #1565 or Neenah Model # R-1975-A2 or equal. The frame and cover must be installed such that no downward forces imparted by a load on the frame can be transferred to the observation stack. The frame must be installed on level ground as near to the property line as possible. The frame either has been, or can be purchased at the township office. 
· A minimum of 30” of cover shall be maintained at all times.

· Existing tank shall be pumped, the cover removed or smashed in, and tank filled with    stone or dirt. The tank shall be pumped prior to, or immediately upon final connection.

· No floor drain, roof gutter, sump pump, foundation drain, or any other form of surface or potential source of ground water or storm runoff water is permitted to enter the public wastewater conveyance system.

· All waste water from sinks, tubs, showers, toilets, bidets, and washing machines must be disposed via the public sanitary sewer system.

· No Fernco type connectors will be permitted for any type of pipe unless couplers for the connection of dissimilar types are not available.

· Under No circumstances may any portion of the lateral be covered, until an inspection by sewer department staff is made

· Three days prior to installation. Call 943-0146. There will be No weekend inspections or weekday inspections after 3:00 PM 
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CONSTRUCTION NOTES:
1. Pipe and fittings for building sewer shall be at least (4) four inches in diameter.

2. Pipe and fittings other than trap, vent, and clean-outs shall be polyvinyl chloride SDR-35 (PVC) pipe conforming to ASTM D- 3034, or Schedule 40 pipe conforming to ASTM D-1785
PVC. Trap, vent, and clean-out assemblies must be schedule 40.

3. Joints shall be gasket type, ASTM F-477, for ASTM D-3034, SDR-35 pipe and purple primed, ASTM F-656, and solvent cemented, ASTM D-2564, for schedule 40 pipe.

4. The building sewer shall be laid on a grade of not less than one-quarter (1/4) of an inch per foot toward the sewer main.

5. Provide a minimum cover of 30" for building sewer.

6. Installation of frame and conrete pad (if needed) shall not be such that downward force is imparted by a load on the frame to the observation stack. In areas other than that which can be
impacted by a downward force, no concrete shall be used, and the distance between the frame lid and the screw cap shall be (6) six inches.

7. Pipe shall be laid in either 2B or 2 RC stone. Bed is to be (4) four inches under, (6) six inches sides, and (12) twelve inches over pipe. Under driveways and roadways use 2A stone to top
of grade. All backfill materials shall be compacted in lifts not exceeding (12) twelve inches.
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
